Since one of the goals of this
publication is the halting = and possibly reversall = of the pressnt
trend to sstreacsmlcoal prices for old and uncommon engipoes, 1t would
be pointless to allow our club paper to fall into "enemy" hands,

(2) Thls mogazine will publish & "Want" and an "Available" 1ist
from any member, subject only to the following restrictions: a limit
of 10 1tems in each category ("Wants™ and "availables") per member
R;r 1ssue = for space reasons, of course; no rare engine (such ae

lush", "Dregon", or "Meteor") shall be l1isted as a "Want" since
neaerly all of ue need these; alsoc, no rare engine shall be listed as
"available" slnce this would only lead to a mad rush of our members
to outbld cne another - causing hard feelings, and also increasing
the upward spiral of engine prices,

(3) For the protection of the members, this magazing will publish
a list of "sharpers" and eutright crooks in the engine collecting
field = both private individuale and businsge firms.

(4) The magazine will list the namee and addrecses of dealers and
Private individusls who have engines and/or parts for sale.

Of course, in order to successfully ¢arry out s program as listed
above, your editor must have the belp and ocoperation of all the mem=
bers - who are requested to send in any informetion of interest.

IdE "Quus"

First: Why a club at all? ‘e've gotten along pretty wall in the
past with a very informal "pen-pal" sort of setup, haven't we? Why
organize? What good will it do us, anyway???

Well, here is how 1t looks to your editor,

It's true that we have managed to do gulte well on a moet informal
basls in the past; but this was malnly because of the relatively small
number of really actlive collectors. But in the last year or so, many
new collections have been started; most of them hE people with just as
much - or maybe more. - enthusiasm as any of the "pld-timers". And 1t
Just lsn' t practical any more for any of us to try to keep up a person-
al corresppndence with all, or even a majority, of the other collect-
ors., But a club can carry = great deal of this burden through a pub-
lication such as this; one of the maln reasons for personal COrraspon=
dence being that of seeking, finding, and swapping engines and parts.

Another benefit of great possible value to members is in the process
of negotlatlon by your editor. If a majority of our active membership
ie lo favor of a more formal organization than we have at the moment,
then 1t appears poesible to make an arrangement with a hobby whole=
saler vhereby club members can obtain new, modern engines = and perhaps
other hobby supplies = at wholesale prices (plus postags). In most
ceses this will result in at least a 33 1/3% discount. However, the
wholesaler inslsts, for his own protection, that he will only deal with
us on the basls of a more-or-less formally organized group, whose pur-
Poses are primarily those of collecting model engines,
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Here is the "Olub" situation at present. It appears, from the per-
sonal correspondence of your editor, and from the responss to the "News-
latter" sent ocut previously, that most of the active collectors Hnu%d
llke a strongar, meore formal group. In fact, a number of members have
voted on & napme for our club. Your editor has taken the libarty of
uslog in the heading of this megazine which received the largest num-
ber of votes, even though s majority of the members did not reply on
this queation. At any rote, this pame seems as good as any; in the
absance of instruotlons to the contrary from the membership, it will
continue to be used unlecs the group preferc a different name.

Por pow, 1t would not seem mecessary or useful for our club to have
a vary formel written constitutlon - thls psort of document belng malnly
intended for societles which hold regular meetings; l.e. a constltution
generally is most concerned with duties and responsibilities of office-
holders, rules for parliamentary procedure, and related matters, few of
which would seem to be of especial value t0 our sort of assoclation,.
However, we should set up a briel statement of our purposes and aims,
together with a description of cur organization which includes a pro-
vislon for elected officers who will have authority to act for the club
ab & whole, ns necessary for it to ochleve its goals. Also, and most
important, we should have a set of "Rules of Bthics" that spell out our
standards of doing business with one another.

It does not appear necessary at the moment to have such things as
dues or membersnhip fees = although it would probably be only fair for
the mezbershlip to bear a part of the cost of this publication. This
particular iesues is being propared, printed, and malled at a total cash
outlay of about $15.00 - which averages cut to approximately 35¢ per
member. Naturally, a large factor in the cost ig the number of pages,
which may be larger for this first issue than for succeeding ones. It
is your editor's hope, however, that enough intersst will be shown by
the members, and enough materisl sent in, to fill this guch space in
sach and avery lssue.

AL any raig = you areé most earnestly requested to send us your re-
actions and opinions of this magazine. Just a posteard will do, if
You're pressed for time - but please let us heor something from you, 80
we will at least knmow whether you are still in the game or not. Even
if your collection is inactive at the moment, let us know! The response
to the "newsletter” was not too large; but if you have already written
in reply to it, you need nct write us again unless you have new infor-
mation. But 1f you hove pot answered the "newsletter”, pleapce write,
1f wé do not heer from you at all in the mext 60 days, we will ba for-
ced to the conclusion that you are no longer interested in our group
and/or 1ts publicaticn.

wHERE TO PIND 'EM

Obviously, in order to collect engines, one has to find them first.
Listed below are a number of sources that have proven Trultful to your
editor and some of his correspondents.

(a) ﬂgﬂ}xhﬁgggﬁ: Thls source of engines seems somevhat obvicus: but
our pyrpose here ls toc examine some less apparent aspects. MNaturally,
all collectors are on the lookout for shops that have been in business
for many years; but 1t 15 your editor's sxperience that the nawar shops,
and sometimes the very newest, can often d¢ a collector more good than
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older ones. Thne glmmick here 15 that people occasionally bring old en-
glnes in to a hobby shop as "trade-ins’. This happens more commonly
than oné might suppose, ond most of these englnes arée in quite good
condition = as few people would try to trade 1o an obvious wreck. How,
2 hobby dealer = particularly a new one who deels mostly 1ln plastics

and simlilar iteme - is not alw ¥& willlog to take an old englne 1ln on &
trade; he usually has his doubts as to whether he'll be able to get rid
of the old klunker and get bie money out of 1t. S0, 1t 18 a very worth=-
while project to ¢all on all the hobby shops in your viecloity, new and
old, and let them knov what you are in the market for.

{B) Model Builders: Ancther obvious source that bears further look-
ing into. £1T of us hope to coptact ecome ex-modeler wno bhas besn &C-
tive sipnce 1929, and who hag kept all his old engines - lo immaculate
shape, too - but doesn't want them any mere and will give:tham all a-
vay for nothing. Unfortunately, thls seldom bhappens. However, it pays
not to neglect any modeler a8 a potentlal source of old englnes, MNany
young kids just starting inte modeling have been glven old engines by
aunts, or fethers of friemds, who eay, "dere! This Horton h=5 used to
balong to my boy, but be's lost interest lm that stuff now, so0 you may
ag well have it to play with."., Haunt the flying fields and ask every-
body about old englnes. You mlght be able to trade a Cox Fee=iiee to
some l2-year-9ld for a Megow 1% or & Trojan Jr.t

(C) Philanthrophic Organizations: All large clties and most small-
ér ones have at least one crganfaatian such as the Salvation Army, that
makes a pr ¢tice of Bollicliting denations of used and uowanted items from
bouseholdars, to be used for the bepefit of the poor. Host of these
socletles operate "stores" wilch sell used and salvaged items ocbtalned
in this wey. Every noevw and agzlnm a rare old model engine turns up in
one of these ploces. And prices are always most re.sonable!

{D) Becond-Hand Stores: Much of lten () above spplles here also.
Sellers ol used merchandise have much better prices on old model motors
than most hobby shope and privite owners.

(E) Ads Ao Company Paopers sod On Comeany Bulletin Boards: In even

the smallest of companies there mre frequently a few asx-modelers who
bave been oway frouw the game for yea s. And most of these bave never
averd heard of the hobby of colleating engines. Some very good buys can
sometimes be had by seeking these fellows out.

(P} Dieplays o our Collectio blic Flaces: If you can prepara
even a -WAY decent & el ybur colleotlon - or just a part of
it = puch as h{ mounting from 15 to S0 of your more interesting ltems
un & sheet of black-painted plywood, you will have little difficulty inm
gettlog it displayed in a public place. Hobby shop windows are an ob-
vious cholce here. But for our purposes (unearthing rare specimens) a
better cholce would be the Fublic Library or a retall store in a non-
bhobby line. Llbraries in partioular are unbellevably happy to display
collections. A discreet card with your nsme and address attached to
your axhlblit will invariably bring some contacts with owners of old,
no-longer-used engines. One little "trick" that works wonders in mak=-
ing useful contacts ie to type up & little "nameplate"” for each sngine
in your displey, giving the neme, displacement, year of manufacture,
etc., - and at the bottom of a chosen few of these "nameplates” you add:

TAICES OF THE TRaADE

Ever come across a specimen for your colleotion, only to find that
it hos a broken-off screw in 1t? If so, here's an almost foolproof
method of extracting broken screws. TYour editor has devised and ex-
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perimentad with different ways of removing these, but the method
described below 18 by far the best and most reliablas.

Get a plece of 1/16" music wire and sharpen one end with a grindsr
to about a 609 point. Do the grinding slowly and carefully, so ae not
to get the wire so hot that it changes color (whioh indicates loss of
tempar) and do not quench the wire in water. MNext, grind the polnted
end to a triangular cross-section, including about a 3" length of the
straight part of the wire as well as the point. Be very cautious in
grinding the triangle. The edges should be gquite sharp, but very little
if any material should be removed at the actual edges. In other words,
whot we want to end up with 1s a triangular sectlon that is exactly
the same slze as the wire, wlth Just 3 sides ground away.

Now take another plece of 1/16" music wlire about 14" long and shar-
pen one end to a 609 point. Grind the other end flat. This will be
used as a small center punch; the wire with the triangulor section is
the extractor 1tself. Now - to extract a broken-off screw.

Using the ceater punch and a small hammer, punch a center mark lm the
broken end of the screw, as close to the actual center as possible. Now
vary carefully drill a no. 56 (.0465 dia.) hole utraiEEt down into the
soraw. Go at least 1" deep, unless of course the broken-off portion 1is
not that long. It does not matter 1f the hole goes all the way through.
Hext, force or drive the extractor as deep into the hole as pocsible -
being very sure not to breuk the extractor; 1f this happens, you've tad
it. One of the best ways to force the extractor into the hole is to use
& drill press to drill the hole, then leave the plece contulning the
broken scraw on the drill press table. ERemove the drill from the chuck
and replace 1t with the extractor, tightening the chuck firmmly. iow,
use the drill press (not rotating.) to push the extractor into the hole
in the broken screw.

At tals polnt, be patlent: It's tempting to try to remove the screw
nov, but don't. Hemember that the screw end i1s probably seated pretty
firmly ino order for it to be broken off in the first place. We want to
get it out on the first try. 5o - don't try to remove 1t yet.

Put a few drops of penetrating oll on the top end of the screw. J-in-
1 1s fine; "Liquid .rench" is better. Next, put the part with the screw
and the extractor ia it into an oven and bake 1t at 450° for a half hour.
At the end of this time remove the part from the oven, using a potholder
and immedistely unscrew the screw. One end of the extractor can be bent
at a right angle as a Landle to unscrew with, or the shank of the ex-
tractor can be gripped with a pair of "Vise-Grip" pliers.

But lately a thought occcur-
red to us: 1f we were to publish a book whlch listed every known Ameri-
ccn model englne - there are about 450 different Zakes and models all
told - together with the dates of manufacturer, original cost, displace-
ment, model differences, plus a brlef history of each type - would thers
be enough of a demand from collectors to Justify the expenditure of time
and money necessary to put the book out?
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As closely as your editor can estimate 1t, if this book were prio-
ted the same way this magazine i1s, to be placed in a loose-ieafl blnder,
it would cost something over ;200,00 for the printlng alone. This means
Af we figured on snllln? 20 coples of the book, we would have to charge
about J10.00 emch to defray the ocost of printing it. In your opinion,
would Something of this kind be worth 310,00 er so to you? FPlease let
us know. If 15 or more members would appreclate such a book, your ea-
itor w11l begia work on i1t, for tentative completion this summer.
